LANDSCAPE PRINCIPLES

LANDSCAPE PRINCIPLES

1.  CREATE A LANDSCAPE THAT IS A MODEL OF SUSTAINABILITY.
 The landscape will  apply the latest research and management practices and be a showcase of sustainability.  
Strategies will include on-site stormwater management, food production, the use of recycled or locally produced low 
carbon footprint materials, and creating plantings which support local biodiversity. 

2.  THE LANDSCAPE WILL EXPRESS MANY LAYERS OF MEANING RESPONDING TO FUNCTION, AESTHETIC BEAUTY, 
ECOLOGY, BIODIVERSITY AND ENVIRONMENT. 

3. USE THE LANDSCAPE AS AN EDUCATIONAL TOOL.
The  landscape will allow site users to interact with ecological systems and sustainable technology.  This opportunity will 
be used to educate people about sustainable measures and their importance in today's society. 

4.  PROVIDE A SEAMLESS TRANSITION BETWEEN INDOOR AND OUTDOOR SPACE. 
Outdoor spaces are to relate to indoor spaces in function creating an extension of the adjacent  interior space.  Access 
between  indoor and outdoor space is to be barrier free.  Architectural guidelines state that the building should have a 
high level of transparency, making indoor activity visible to the public.  This approach is to be supported in the 
landscape.  

5.  DEMONSTRATE  INTEGRATED ACCESSIBILITY.
The public realm is to be accessible to all people, including those with disabilities.  This is to be accomplished by 
providing infrastructure that integrates the needs of able-bodied and disabled people without segregation. 

6.  CREATE A LANDSCAPE THAT HAS EQUAL IMPORTANCE ON ALL 5 SIDES.   
Landscape on all sides of the building, including the roof, is to be vital and engaging.  

7.  THE LANDSCAPE WILL PROVIDE A VARIETY OF SPACES AND EXPERIENCES TO SUPPORT A VARIETY OF 
PROGRAMS. 
To provide flexibility of use, the landscape will be articulated with a variety of sub-spaces varying in size and character. 

8.  THE LANDSCAPE WILL FULLY INTEGRATE THE INFRASTRUCTURE REQUIRED TO SUPPORT CAMPUS LIFE.  
Items such as bike lockers, seating and lighting are to be artfully included in the landscape.
